EVENT CLASSIFICATION

Seating is allocated in the ANZ Stadium Members’ Reserve based on the size and stature of the event. We place Events into two 
categories: Reserved Events and General Admission (GA) events.

1. RESERVED EVENTS

At major sporting fixtures that attract national & international attention seating in the ANZ Stadium Club Members’ Reserve is allocated 
to each Member and Guest prior to match day. Please see page 3 to find out how to make your booking in advance. You will be required 
to pay in advance the ‘Paying Guest Price’ for these events.

2. GENERAL ADMISSION EVENTS

ANZ Stadium Club Members’ Reserve is ‘General Admission’ at regular season fixtures from the National Rugby League (NRL), Australian 
Football League (AFL) and domestic cricket. Members and their Guests simply proceed to Members’ Reserve Seating on match day and 
selected a seat within the allocated Gold Members’ Reserve for that match.

Booking Reserved Events

As seating is Reserved at these events, both ANZ Stadium Members and Partner Members must book prior to the Event to signify their 
intention to attend, and therefore have a Seat Ticket issued to them.

ANZ Stadium alters the size of its Members’ Reserve based on how many Members and Guests are attending, to a maximum of 18,400 
seats in the Western Members’ Stand. 

BOOKING PROCESS

1.	 Prior to the booking close date for each event as listed below, visit our website and make your request for tickets. You are also 
eligible to request up to 3 guest tickets, which will also be successful if capacity allows for it. 

2.	 All Reciprocal Rights Members requests will be processed at the closure of the booking period after ANZ Stadium Members and their 
Paying Guest’s tickets are allocated. 

3.	 Therefore there is no fixed cap on how many Reciprocal Members may attend a given event; if there is capacity up to the maximum 
of 18,400 seats in the Members’ Reserve then all Reciprocal Rights requests will be granted. 

4.	 Your tickets will be posted to you approximately four (4) weeks prior to the Event, or you will be emailed (or phoned if email is not 
available) if your request was unsuccessful. 

5.	 If you decide you would like to attend an event after the Booking Close Date, please contact us as we will happily add you to our 
Wait List into the Members’ Reserve, or may be able to facilitate the purchase of Public tickets.

IMPORTANT: 

If you do not have access to the internet, please call the ANZ Stadium Club on 1300 136 006 (Option 1) and one of our Members’ Ticketing Representatives will be happy to make the 
ticket request on your behalf. 

If the event is fully subscribed by ANZ Stadium Members then no reciprocal rights requests will be fulfilled. 

The price for each event is set by the hirer of the venue and is the same as the Paying Guest price made available to ANZ Stadium Members. This price is generally less than the 
Category 1 general public price for seats that are deemed Category 1 in terms of their view and facilities.

Prices will be available at the opening date of each event.

Important Conditions

BEHAVIOUR

It is expected that all attendees treat other ANZ Stadium Members, Guests and staff with respect. Everyone is expected to comply with all 
ANZ Stadium staff advice and directions and must behave in an appropriate manner at all times when attending events at ANZ Stadium.

OTHER RULES

•	 We do not allow booking cancellations for Reserved Events and Dining Rooms. 

•	 Reciprocal members do not have transfer rights. You must have your Member Card from your Club and matching photo ID to take 
advantage of Reciprocal Rights and to sit within the ANZ Stadium Members’ Reserve. Even if you hold a ticket you have pre-booked 
for a Reserved Event you must bring these items with you to ANZ Stadium. 

•	 Members of interstate Clubs must have proof of residency outside NSW to be granted access to the ANZ Stadium Members’ Reserve.
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
